From the Rabbi’s Desk

A writer recently complained in the pages of a local
magazine of how cooking had left the kitchen and become
a spectator sport on television. In a similar vein, a review
of a new video game lamented the loss of sharing music
around the homestead of yore, which has been replaced
with imitating someone else’s greatest hits on a fake gui-
tar. The complaint is that today’s entertainment makes a
spectator sport of that which was once a participatory one.

Religion isn’t. Well, religion shouldn’t be a spectator sport although there
are a few who try. I don’t expect to see “Davening for Dollars” on the Wii any-
time soon but I have no doubt at least one hundred or more have already
thought of the idea and dismissed it. Maybe it will appear as an iPhone app
first. Religion is a contact sport, in the best meaning of the term.

The High Holy Days make a stark contrast to the cultural trends that the
culture hawks see and fear. The holidays cannot be experienced from the couch
in the family room or in a darkened theater with digital sound. To savor the
Days of Awe, a person has to walk into the sanctuary and take a seat. Every task
and experience in that room is visceral: the testing of the seat cushion, the
cramp of the pew, the sharpness still tactile on some of the corners of the book,
or the slightly confused look of “Do I know you?” Rather than sitting still, all
the people in the room are reading aloud or singing along or thumbing pages.

There is a taste to the air in the room that is indeterminate. The smell is
subtle, more than the number of bodies and perfumes. The scents are tinged
with aged wood and vacuumed carpets and decades of Jews sitting in the same
seats. No other day, not even Shabbat, has the same feel in the sanctuary. It’s
as if this peculiar Jewish time was stored away after the last prayers of Yom
Kippur and retrieved for the first strands of music for this Rosh Hashanah.

We gather and the sanctuary comes alive, brimming with human emotions
of expectation and dread, anxiety and anticipation. This year we will welcome
5770 in an entirely different sanctuary, from the people to the pews. Yet, there
will be something utterly familiar: the Days of Awe in a sanctuary with hand-
shakes, hugs, and calls of greeting.

May you and your household be inscribed for a good year.

“Why are we pandering §
by singing Lots of Latkes?”

As we all know, everybody’s got opinions about
everything. It’s no surprise. As an attorney, I’ve dealt
with legal opinions for over twenty-five years. As a
musician, I’ve listened to, read, argued and endured
opinions for much longer than that. And I’ve got
opinions, too. Sometimes I say what’s on my mind,
sometimes I don’t. We’ve all heard that sage piece of
advice...if you have nothing good to say, don’t say
anything at all.

Some time ago, I read an interview with the ven-
erable, playful and exuberant Yiddish theatre,
Broadway and television actor Fyvush Finkel. Ever
the philosopher, Mr. Finkel spoke of an early experi-
ence with a critic.

So what happened was, I wanted to go to the critic’s
office and let him have it. To get to the train, I had to
pass my father’s store. He got the paper delivered, a
paper called The Jewish Day, and he banged on the
window - I should come in, he wants to talk to me. So
he says, ‘I know where you’re going. You’re going to
hit him, aren’t you?’ I said yeah. ‘You’ll make a big
man out of him - leave it alone. Tomorrow people
will forget about it - the audience loves you. Come
stay, have coffee.” As we walked into the kitchen for
coffee, he stops and says, ‘And then again, y’know -
a clown in a circus is a good, steady job!’”

A very bright Jewish man, a very good story, and
a very worthwhile lesson. But then again, that’s just
my opinion.

The Healthcare Reform Debate:
A Role for the Faith Community

(The following has been excerpted from the Religious Action
Center for Reform Judaism)

Rabbis and people of faith have many roles to play in the
debate over healthcare reform:
* A moral standard: The faith community has a vital role to
play in reminding our elected officials that health care is not just
about dollars and cents but is a profound moral issue of life and
death. It is fundamentally about whether we are a community that
values the life of each person — poor, rich or middle class.
* A force of reason: Every debate over health care reform over
the past quarter century has been driven by the “fear factor.”
Those with health coverage are pitted against those without.
This year health care industries are spending tens of millions of
dollars trying to push poll-tested buttons to get people to fearful-
ly reject reform. Yet God tells us over and over not to fear the
future. “Do not fear, for I am with you.” (Isaiah 41:10) It is
incumbent on the faith community to make sure that people are
not scared by interest groups into thinking that health care reform
means they will lose their current health insurance, be denied the
ability to see their own doctor, or have to wait for care.
* A voice for the vulnerable: Each day, thousands of lobby-
ists descend on Congress on behalf of the special interests they
represent. The faith community can bring the interests of fami-
lies and the poor and vulnerable into the process of crafting leg-
islation by asking Congress to provide lower-income individuals
and families with comprehensive benefits that are truly affordable
and to create shared responsibility for the cost of reform.

A Values-Based, Common-Sense Approach

While all people of faith will never agree on every aspect of
health care reform, it is important that our voices be heard in
ways that will truly impact the end result. Below are areas on
which there is broad agreement within the faith community:
* Affordability: Health care must be affordable for everyone.
This means reform must include an Affordability Standard that
places limits on out-of-pocket expenses in proportion to income
and guarantees comprehensive benefits sufficient to maintain and
promote good health.
* Coverage: Health care reform must cover everyone.
e Stewardship: The cost of health care reform must be broad-
ly shared and placed on a sustainable foundation.
* Protecting the poor: Lower-income children and families
must be protected by strengthening Medicaid and protecting pre-
ventative and diagnostic benefits that keep children healthy.

The “Feed the Hungry Program,” an initiative
from Temple Sinai, has been providing meals to over
400 people per week for over 20 years. Meals are pre-
pared for the Mission in Far Rockaway.

This year, let us join our two worlds, as we have
joined our two houses of worship, to continue this
worthwhile project. At this time, donations may be
sent to the Temple Am Echad office. What a wonder-
ful way to close out the old year and start the new.
